We did a lot of refresher courses.  Murray presented a table number from each province.  44 members from Sask.  Changes are coming from CADS especially in management. Existing Level 1 will be called ‘Special’, until they do up-grades.  They will have modules for each disability.  Instructors will be aligned with CSIA.  You will need CSIA level 1 ($400).  Course will cost around $2000 – Dec 3-5.   Check CADS newsletter.
